
1. Our general conditions of sale are applicable to all our sales, deliveries and services.
Unless otherwise agreed in writing by us, these conditions shall override any terms and
conditions stipulated or referred to by the buyer.
2. Place of delivery is Pellini S.p.A., Codogno (Lo), Italy. As of the time of delivery all risks
shall pass on the buyer, irrespective of the payments conditions agreed upon, the way
of transport, the contents of the shipping documents or the arrangements covering
payment of freight.
3. We own or are entitled to use the copyrights, trademarks, patents or any other intellectual
property in our products. Buyer shall advise us for any third party claim that one of our
products infringes that party's rights and of any infringement of our rights by a third party.
Buyer shall not remove any copyright notice, trademark or other notice of intellectual
property rights on the products, nor shall buyer add any intellectual property right notice
without our written consent.
4. We will endeavor to deliver the goods by any date or within any period agreed upon.
However, such dates and periods are estimates only and can therefore not be considered
as fatal periods after which we can be considered in default. We are, even when a
definite and final term of delivery has been agreed upon, only in default after the buyer
has notified us in writing and has at the same time granted us a reasonable term, not
less than thirty days, to fulfil our obligations. We are entitled to deliver the goods in
installments, unless otherwise agreed upon in writing.
5. Should we be delayed in, or prevented from, making delivery of the goods, due to
circumstances beyond of our control among which but not limited to, war, governmental
restrictions, strikes, lock outs, fire, floods, explosions, labor disturbances, trade disputes,
damage to or destruction of the goods, shortages of labour or of raw materials, or any
other act of God, we shall be at liberty to cancel or suspend the contract without
incurring any liability for any loss or damage arising therefrom.
6. Should the buyer be unable to accept delivery of the goods, we may store the goods
until the buyer is able to receive the goods and the buyer shall be liable for the reasonable
cost of storage, handling and carriage, not withstanding our entitlement to claim
damages from the buyer for failure to receive delivery. If the buyer remains unable to
accept delivery for a period longer than fourteen days, we are entitled to rescind the
contract concerned, notwithstanding our entitlement to claim damages.
7. If the buyer fails to make any payments when due, or applies for, or is granted suspension
of payment, files for bankruptcy or is declared bankrupt or ceases to exist, or a resolution
to liquidate it is passed or if all or parts of its assets are attached or become subject to
execution we may defer or cancel any further deliveries and/or terminate any contract,
without prejudice to our rights to the full purchase price for goods delivered, delivery and
packing charges, interest and damages for any loss suffered in consequence of such
deferment of cancellation.

8. The price, if any, stated by us in the order of confirmation is based on the cost of
materials, production and all other cost known to us on the date of the confirmation
of order. If we increase our prices in connection with a rise in these costs, but at the
latest seven days before delivery, or completion of delivery, we will notify the buyer of
these new prices. In that case this new price will be in force as the sales price agreed
upon for the order, respectively the part thereof still to be delivered. If the new price
exceeds the price originally agreed upon by more than 10%, the buyer will have the
right to cancel the order, respectively the part thereof still to be delivered, provided the
buyer inform us of such cancellation, in writing, well in time before despatch of the
goods and within fourteen days after despatch of the letter announcing the price
increase. Unless otherwise agreed upon in writing, our prices are in Euro, excluding
loading, insurance costs, excluding VAT and other taxes, impositions and duties, and for
delivery ex-works including normal packing. Additional packing, if any, (e.g. sea freight
cases) will be charged extra.
9. Payment must be received within terms agreed. If payment is not received at such
date, the buyer shall be in default without any notice of default being required. Without
prejudice to any of our other rights, Italian statutory interest will be payable on all
overdue amounts. Buyer shall not be entitled to withhold or set off payment of any
amount payable to us with any alleged claims on us. We are entitled to compensation
by the buyer of the costs of collecting amounts due. Compensation of expenses of
collection incurred out of court shall be according to the rates of collection applied by
the Ordine Italiano degli Avvocati (Italian Bar Association).
10. We shall retain title in all goods until the buyer has settled its debts to us in full.
11. All goods supplied by us are guaranteed against manufacturing faults, provided the
goods have been handled and stored in the proper way. No claims will be admissible
with regard to goods delivered that have been cut, used and/or processed unless defects,
not caused by such processing, could not have been ascertained prior of the processing
of such goods. No claims regarding the costs of processing the goods delivered are
admissible. Complaints, if any, are to be submitted by the buyer to us in writing within
twenty-one days after delivery. In case of hidden defects the above mentioned term
applies from the movement of discovery. Minor variations in quality, quantity, width,
colors, finish, size, make up and the like, admissible in the trade or technically unavoidable,
cannot constitute a reason for complaints. The buyer is not entitled to return goods or
refuse to accept delivery without our prior written consent.
12. All our agreements shall be exclusively governed by Italian law with the exclusion
of the Vienna Convention on the International Sales of Goods.
The Court of Lodi, Italy, will be exclusively competent in first instance in all dispute arising
from our agreement, without prejudice to our rights to summon the buyer before the Court
of its residence or indeed before any other competent Court.
